Abijah – desperation can drive

a national crisis - overwhelming odds 
1. “THE LORD IS OUR GOD” , v10 
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the state’s religion: priests, sacrifices

¾ His covenant promises v5 

 

¾ His appointed worship centre

  never try and fight against God
