» a Gospel application Acts 13.41
the cross and resurrection

» aterrifying prospect vs 5-11
the flercesome Babylonians
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3. A Perplexing Puzzle:
why them? (vs 12-17)
» the godless get to punish the godly
like deep-sea trawler-men vs 14-17
