» all will recelve their new body
at the same time vs 51-52
1 Thess 4.13-18

» we know enough v49; Phil 3.20-21
but not everything 1 John 3.2

» nature proves Iit’s possible vs 35-36
seeds die —to produce life

» nature provides pointers v37
e continuity of identity
Luke 24.39-40; John 20.25-27
e significant improvements
- differences in form vs 42-44
Imperishable —no decay 2 Cor 4.16
glorious — not flimsy 2 Cor 5.1
powerful — no weaknesses
spiritual - like Christ v49
