   -life-shaping Eph 4.1-2 
 

¾ loved “in” God 
- where we discover true love 

1 John 3.1 
 

¾ kept by/in/for Jesus 
- our guard, safe box, prize 
     1 Pet 1.3-4; John 10.9,27-29;  

2 Tim 1.12; John 5.24; 6.38-40 
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3. What About? – make sure you  
maximise your blessings! v2 

 

¾ we always need mercy 
   - for our failings Ps 103.8-14 
   - hope for strugglers Mat 12.20-21 

 

¾ peace = all-round wellbeing 
   - with God Rom 5.1
