¾ the temple’s location  3.1 
a place of revelation 1 Chron 21 
a place of mercy  
 God’s people spared death 
a place of atonement 
a place of substitution 
 where God had provided

¾ the temple’s foundations  3.3 
a pointer to Jesus

¾ the temple’s entrance porch  3.4 
 

¾ the temple’s main hall  3.5-7 
with bread and lights 4.7-8 

 

¾ the temple’s Most Holy Place 3.8-13 
a perfect, golden cube v9 

with welcoming cherubim 
- home for the Ark 5.7-8 
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¾ the temple’s curtain 3.14 
 

¾ the temple’s courtyard 3.15-17 
home to the huge altar 4.1 
 and laver 4.2-6 
 

¾ a magnificent house  
   for a magnificent God! v8,18,22 
fit for receiving God’s glory 5.13-14 

 
 
 
 
 

4. God longs to dwell with his people 
  his reason for creating humans  

in his image Gen 1.26; 3.9 
 

¾ in the tabernacle and temple 
God dwelt symbolically  

Ex 25.8; 2 Chron 6.2 
 

¾ in Jesus Christ   John 1.1,14 
God dwelt physically 

 

¾ by his Holy Spirit   1 Cor 6.19 
God dwells internally 

 

¾ in the age to come   Rev 21.3 
God will dwell eternally 
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5. God longs for his glory 
to fill his temple, 5.13-14 

 

¾ God’s glory is seen in all creation 
Psalm 19.1 
 

¾ God’s glory descended on  
the tabernacle and temple 

Ex 40.34-35; 2 Chron 5.13-14 
 

¾ God’s glory was seen in his Son  
John 1.14; Mat 17.2 
 

¾ God’s glory is created in the lives  
  of his people 2 Cor 3.18 

 

¾ God’s glory is to fill his church 
Eph 3.20-21 
 

¾ God’s glory is created in the lives  
  of his people 2 Cor 3.18
