- a hostile environment John 15.18-21

2. GOD’S THREEFOLD ACTION, v2
God the Father has chosen us

a great Gospel privilege John 15.16
Eph 1.4; Rom 8.28-29; 2 Tim 1.9

all may come to Christ John 6.37; Rev 3.20
because the Father draws us to his Son

John 6.37,44; Eph 2.8-9
God the Spirit sanctifies us

he detaches us from the world
for us to be obedient to Jesus

a supernatural work John 1.12-13; 3.3,5
Rom 1.5; John 14.15,21,23; 15.10,14



2. GOD’S THREEFOLD ACTION, v2
God the Father has chosen us
God the Spirit sanctifies us
God the Son cleanses us

from our sins through his sacrificial death
1.18-20; 2.24-25; 3.18
