inspired by God’s Holy Spirit v11

divine revelation - not human insight
2 Pet 1.20-21

used their minds vs10-11
to sharpen their understanding Acts 17.11

focussed on God’s promised Messiah v11
his unprecedented suffering

Psalm 22.1-18; Isaiah 50.6; 53.2-12
1 Peter 1.18-21; 2.24-25; 3.18

his unsurpassed glories
Isaiah 53.11-12; Ps 22.24-31;118.13-24; 

Psalm 22.1-7; Luke 24.25-27,44-47



OLD TESTAMENT PROPHETS
inspired by God’s Holy Spirit v11
used their minds vs10-11
