- part of the Spirit’s fruit Gal 5.22

A brother believer
serving in the Father’s family business



How to fare well – remember …
2. Christian Ministry is about Encouraging, v12
… believers to stand fast in God’s truth

Encouragement – alongside people to …
exhort, counsel, guide, comfort

- the Holy Spirit’s role
John 14.16-17, 27; 15.26; 16.7-14

- teaching, reminding, focusing,
convicting, convincing

Stand firm in the faith vs12,9
the Gospel is about God’s grace

1.2,10,13; 4.10; 5.5
- his overflowing, unreserved generosity 

to the undeserving



God’s grace needs to become part of our psyche
vs 10-11; Psalm 103.8-12

Every aspect (past, present, future)
of the Christian life is about God’s grace
- our salvation  Eph 2.8-9
- our sanctification Titus 2.11-14
- our strength for living 2 Cor 12.9

- our giving to God’s work 2 Cor 8.1-3
- our future glory 1.13
