2. The Clear Answer, vs2-5

> God determines who can stay with
him - those who share his values
not practising atheists Ps 14.1
or the wicked Ps 5.4; 1.5

» God draws up his own house rules
- to reflect his character

(a) the way we’re to walk v2
soundly, by God'’s standards

(b) the way we’re to talk v2
truthfully, sincerely - no slander

(c) the way we’re to relate to othersv3
lovingly, no slurs Prov 10.12

(d) the core values we cherish v4
who do we support? Ps 1.1

(e) the integrity we practise vs 4-5
keep promises 2 Cor 1.20; Pr 6
don’t take advantage of the poor

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don’t be greedy for gain
3. A Firm Assurance, v5

> keep God’s house rules
- and you won’t be moved out

4. A Big Problem

> we’ve all broken God’s house rules
1 John 1.8; Ps 14.2-3

5. God’s Solution

he sent someone who keeps all the
rules to save us from our sins
